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How Pine Castle Got Tt's Name

In 1869, Orlando consisted of a few scattered homesteads in the vicinity of the
old Fort Gatlin, which had been abandoned in.1849. It was still a wilderness but the
"sweet climate" was known in other parts of the country primarily through old Indian
l‘iglii;;égig's'sugli;‘:zts Gen. william Selby Harney, a cousin to Will Wallace Harncy.
j So it was that when Will's young wife became ill, he decided to give up his position

as Editor-in-chief of the I.ouisville Democrat and move to South Florida in search of a

morce healthful climate. She died soon after their arrival however, leaving Will and an
infant son to homestead 160 acres of pine forest alone. Will immediately set to work

writing articles for leading magazines of the day, such as Harpers, Lippincotts, and

the Atlantic Monthly in addition to his monthly column for the Cincinnatti Commercial.

Al the same time he was clearing land, planting an orange grove and building a home,
which he gaily named the Pine Castle. It was designed for parties and entertainments
because Harncy was a founder of the Orange Glee Club. He soon after established a

post office, naming it after his home, and a school and a church.
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Articles by Col. Harney (the title was an honorary one received during the Civil war)

were read widely in the United States-and England and were most influential in encouraging
‘educated men and women to settle in his beloved Orange County. ’

PINE CASTLE MARKER
DEDICATION

On Monday, January 26, 1973 Dedication Ceremonies were
held for the Historical Marker commemorating the original
Pine Castle and its builder, William Wallace Harney.

Pine Castle was the name given his
wilderness home erected in the 1870’s on the western
shore of Lake Conway by William Wallace Harney, a
distinguished gentleman of the Old South, newspaper
editor, poet, author and early writer of the Florida scene.
He was born June 20, 1832, the son of John Hopkins and
Mary Wallace Hamey and a descendant of Lieutenant
Jonathan Harney who fought at Bunker Hill and Long

Island.

A graduate of Transylvania University young Harney
studied law and taught in the Louisville school and was
a principal of the newly established high school. He
assisted his father on the Democrat and became its
editor after his father’s death. In 1868 Mr. Harney married
Mary St. Meyer Randolph, daughter of Judge William M.
Randolph who owned large tracts of land in the area and
came to Orange County for his wife’ s health and settled
on the tract known as the ‘‘Harney Homestead’’, on
Lake Conway. Here he built a home in the wilderness
that was Central Florida. Construction, while rough was
sturdy, the boards being applied vertically with over-
lapping weather strips. The central section had a high
peaked roof and was flanked by conical turrets or towers
on each side to carry out the castle theme

Mr. Harney set out a small orange grove and devoted
himself to writing, contributing articles to Harpers
Monthly, Lippincott’s Magazine, the Atlantic Monthly
and to the Cincinnati Commercial, New Orleans Times-
Democrat and Boston Courier. In 1884 he established a
weekly paper ‘‘Bitter Sweet’’ in Kissimmee. In 1909 he
published a volume ‘‘Spirit of the South’’ consisting of
sketches, poems, tales and lyrics reflecting the local
scene and the life and events of early Orange County.
Mr. Harney died in 1912 and he and Mrs. Harney rest in
the original section of Greenwood Cemetery. The name
of their wilderness home became known the world around
as the location of the Pine Castle Air Force Base, now
McCoy, of World War II.

Mr. Harney occupied the ‘*Castle’’ until it was destroyed
by fire in 1894. The foundations were uncovered by Mr.
Clarence Datson in Clearing operations for the building
of his new residence at 6135 Matchett Road. The site is
on the fence line between his property and that of Mr.
Jack Holloway.

A HISTORY OF PINE CASTLE

Written by Ruth (Burt) Grimes for the Pine Castle Exhi
the Orange County Fair in 1920, bit at

Pine Castle is a thriving village five miles south of
Orlando. It is very prettily situated on the west side of
Lake Conway. The soil is especially sulted to the growing of
oranges and grapefruit. Most of the people are engaged in
farming, which is the leading industry.

Pine Castle received its name from the fact that the
first house built in the precinct was modeled after the Eng-
1ish castle type. This "castle" was built near a large pine
grove on the shore of Lake Conway by William Wallace Harney...
His homestead was granted him June 24, 1878 by Pres. R.B.
Hayes. '

The first land seld (from his homestead) was ten acres
each to Charles Sweet and Leonard Tyner. (This 1s the land
east of the present day Methodist Church).

According to the information recelved, the Points,

" Annos, and Tanners were the next to come., The Points were
located on what is known as the Summerlin Place now owned N
by J.G. Tyner and J.W, Matchett. The Annos has a nice resi-
dence near what is known as Etty's Crossing. This was burned
after a few years., The Tanners lived on what is generally =
known as the Newell Place, More settlers came but of these

we can give no definite account.

The railroad was built through Pine Castle in 1881-82,
This railroad extended as far south as Kissimmee. As this
was a narrow gauge road, it was only a few years before 1t
was rebuilt. The standard gauge has been extended until at
the present time (1920) it reaches Tampa and points south,

The Union Church was built in 1900 and was dedicated
in July, 1901, The several denominations held services in it
until the Baptists built their own church (on the corner of
Orange and Hoffner) which was dedicated in 1917. (The Union
Church became the First Methodist Church of Pine Castle.
0ld Mrs. Sweet likedto tell the story of having to fence in
the bottom of the church to keep out the pigs. Thelr grunt-
ing made so much noise that the congregation couldn't hear
the minister.)
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In 1877 the first public school was established in the
vicinity of the Baptist Church. The building was of rough
pine boards placed vertically upoen the frame-work., The
lumber came from east of Lake Jenny Jewel and was drawn by
an ox-team, Mrs, O0.P, Preston was the first teacher having
about fifteen pupils. '

Three or four years later a new building was erected
on the northern part of the present school lot. (New Pine
Castle Elementary School). The bullding was also of a rough
pine structure with rough desks and seats...... The present
school building was completed in 1912,

The first store was bullt where the cement building
now stands. A man by the name of Blitch erected the bullding

‘which was two stories high. The first floor was used as a

store and the second floor was a seven-room tenement, Mr.
Blitch kept the store for abeut two years. Then Messers,
Sweet, Johns, Hansel and others carried it en for short
periods, In 1892 the store went into the hands of Mr, Isaac
Aten who kept the store until the buillding burned. (It was
on the corner of Wallace where it crossed the railroad
tracks.,)

Mr. Aten then set up a store in the building on the
opposite side of the street. Here he continued the mercan-

- tile business until he sold it to J.G. Tyner 1in 1906, Mr,

Tyner kept the store for about five years. (The Tyners were
one of the original families in the Orlando area. They lived
for a year inside Fort Gatlin during the Indian Wars of

the 1840's,)

Mr. J.A. Wilkes built what is known as the Sphaler
Store in 1911, He carried on the business for about two
years. Since that time the store has changed owners several
times but has been closed for only one year since 1t was
built. (This is the wooden building north of the Woman's
Club.)

The permanent population of Pine Castle (1920) 1is
now between 250 and 300 people. The winter season brings
from 50 to 75 tourilsts.

Many residernces have been built in the past ten years.
We feel that the future holds much in store for the growth
and prosperity of Pine Castle,

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A Christmas Party in the Pine Castle e aus

In 1875, Mr. Harney described his '"Pine Castle'" in an article for the Cincinnati

Commercial. .

""The house stands on the edge of a slope, a double-winged structure, around /B
a central octagon of two stories, twenty-four feet in diameter, surmounted by castellated
pcaks and a gothic roof visible at every angle. '

Members of the club arrived at his home on the "fair, bright lake' about noon

and helped with the decorations.

"placing themselves under Messrs. Hyer, Bigelow and Sims, as chicf decorators,
they began to trim with vines and wild flowers in arches and [cstoons, the larvge
dancing hall. In an hour it was a flush of bloom and greenery...graceful drapery
of gray-green mosses surrounding the chandelier, trimmed with mistletoc. "

After retiring to the guest chamber for practice,

"the folding doors were thrown open, and showed the white drapery and ornaments k .‘}
of the table, set cruciform like a great Cherokee rose. The fare was venison nnd‘ \
such game as the country affords, solid and refreshing, and relished by guests,

I'ollowing dinner. the men withdrew to the quueurs and many elaborate toasts., As dusk fell

the ladies drrived and. ..

"the charm and grace of female guests, not in linsey, but in soft diaphanous drapery,
(ave the) wide halls and porches and coy flirtation corners of a Southern country
house (a new) rich luxuriance. The turreted, castellated pine castle glowed and
sparkled like a great jewel cut in brilliant facets.

But this was not the only thing which glowed.

"the Messrs. Cohen and Montague had brought some rival sparklers. . .and by the
lake shore for an hour the rockets drew long arches of blue, red and golden light,
to meet the twin circumference of brilliance that rushed up from the lake's reflection.

The close of the fireworks signaled the beginning of the dance.

"lat the reader conceive of an octagonal room. . .draped and festooned with tropical
flowers, beneath which fair, bright groups of girls, in flower like drapery,

swayced Lo the sensuous pulses of the sound, while the air was thick with fragrance..
It was a scene not to be forgotten and peculiar to the climate. The wide doors were
open: the perpetual wind over the water, tempered the summer-like warmth, ..

and the dance flowed in and out. . .like a shallow river over colored pebbles and
jewels. "

The evening ended with more feasting;

"At 11 o'clock the folding doors again opened; the Cherokee rose table glittering
with dccorations and spread with feasts of wartel bread, delicate tropical fruits,
wine-like coffee, and the inevitable eggnog under its lace of froth."
